Quoted values are for LOOSE, NM examples. Cars less than NM will obviously command a lesser value than listed, depending on overall condition. The values stop at $5,200, because the average collector won’t likely be bidding on anything that high, unless we hit the Lotto!  But, if you really need a value on a high-end car, email me and I’ll get you one.

How the Star Value Chart works:  Instead of specific dollar values, each car will be assigned a Star Value© to indicate rarity and potential price range (so, don’t freak out if you see a “1” under your car…it’s not worth a buck, it’s the value of 1 STAR, which corresponds to the chart; $15-30 range). There are simply too many variables to place a "set" value on any model, so this range is used instead to indicate where that particular model may fall on the secondary price scale. A +/- indicates where on that scale the value is approximated, while a number by itself would indicate the value falls in the middle of the Star Value.  For example, a car falls into the 22+ star value.  The + indicates that the value of the car falls into the HIGH Star 22 range, so it would be closer to $750.00 in value.
